Trevor Cummings followed up victory at the Yorkshire national open in December by winning the second Yorkshire international satellite event.

The Northern Ireland player edged Paul Lawrenson with a sudden death strike in the final, after the Yorkshire Phoenix clubmates had shared two goals in normal time.

Cummings took the lead at the start of the second half, but Lawrenson equalised three minutes later, and hit the crossbar ahead of the extra period. But the Irishman emerged with all guns blazing in overtime, and scored the vital goal mid-way through.

Lawrenson - last season's runner-up - was a surprise finalist this time, beating favourite Adrian Ritoridis on shots in the semis, having churned out positive results in earlier rounds with some solid performances.

Cummings had come through potentially tough games against Jeremy Bradley in the quarters - which he won by a surprising 4-goal margin - and David Russell in the semi-finals, where three defensive errors cost the Putney player dearly in a 3-2 defeat.

Worthing’s Brian Barnes meanwhile made full value of a trip north by beating Barry Ryder 4-1 in the barrage round, before he exited to Ritoridis in the last 16.

Ritoridis also beat unexpected quarter-finalist John Turpin - who had done well in reaching the last 8, with victory over Keith Tiplady - and looked set for a place in the final, until Lawrenson scored a goal in added-on time in their semi to force sudden death, leading to the shoot-out in which the Phoenix player triumphed, despite trailing after 4 shots each.

The host club Yorkshire were the dominant force in the veterans' category as well as the open, providing both finalists, as Mike Parnaby's overtime goal was enough to take the title at the expenses of Adrian Curtis.
